Five Nations Confederacy Flag Flying Proud on Earth’s Oceans
On Monday, June 18 2007 we the People of the Mohawk Traditional Council of Kahnawake presented Captain Paul Watson and the Sea Shepherd Conservation Society with vessel registrations and the Five Nations Confederacy flag. It is an honor to align ourselves with them in defending our Mother Earth that provides us with the environment of which we are all linked to and dependant on. Despite our dependency, war is being waged against her by “democrapitalism”, the combination of democracy and capitalism. 
The Canadian government revoked the Sea Shepherd Conservation Society’s ship registration deeming them an un-flagged vessel in an attempt to prevent them from protecting the Earth’s waterways. It was then that we stepped in to offer Captain Watson the protection of the Five Nations Confederacy Flag. This marked a historic event as the Sea Shepherd vessels are the first sea-faring ships to fly the symbol of the Five Nations Confederacy presented by the sovereign Mohawk Nation of Turtle Island. 
The Five Nations Confederacy Flag is a symbol and record of the Mohawk, Oneida, Onondaga, Cayuga and Seneca Nations burying their weapons of war and binding together under the Kaianerahsera’ko:wa (Great Law of Peace). Each Nation is represented by a symbol united as one under matrilineal authority. The flag colors are white and purple. White represents the women and purple represents the men of each Nation living in balance together under peace. 
Captain Paul Watson graciously accepted the flag and registrations on behalf of the Sea Shepherd Conservation Society. "The fact is that if we are going to save this planet we need to align ourselves with traditional communities that really care for the Earth and our Oceans. In our world today, governments represent corporations first, the voters second, and the environment last” stated Captain Watson.
We the people of the Mohawk Traditional Council are extremely proud to have the Sea Shepherd Conservation Society flying the symbol of our Nationhood internationally while protecting Mother Earth by waging peace on those who wish to exploit and destroy the life that dwells on land, air and sea. It is imperative that native and non-native people alike combine efforts to defend our Mother Earth to ensure an end to the negative impacts of “democrapitalism” for the sake of future generations. Captain Paul Watson and his crew are not only defenders of the whales, but crusaders in a battle to save the spirit of humanity. We look forward to supporting Sea Shepherd Conservation Society in future endeavors creating an everlasting bond between us as defenders of all creation.
