RE: THE HONORARY CANADIAN CITIZENSHIP of the DALAI LAMA
Regarding the honorary Canadian citizenship of the Dalai Lama, linked to the effective citizenship of one thousand of the exiled Tibetans now living in India, it would be insulting to the Mohawk people, as well as to all Native people, for yet another religious group to perpetuate the colonial ownership over Turtle Island.

The acceptance of citizenship would legitimize the colonization of Native lands acquired through theft and violence, propagating the age old practice (within the non native world) of the oppressed rising out of oppression only to become the oppressor. 
However, understanding the political and spiritual threats that the Tibetan people face, we extend to them the right to take refuge upon Turtle Island, provided that they live in accordance with the Two Row Wampum Peace Treaty, under the Great Law of Peace.

Contrarily, anyone who does not abide by the Two Row Wampum Peace Treaty, under the Great Law of Peace is not welcome upon Turtle Island.

Therefore, it would be proper to identify, upon receiving Canadian citizenship, that such citizenship can only be accepted in accordance with the Two Row Wampum Peace Treaty under the Great Law of Peace. These stipulations would ensure proper relations between Native and non Native people while within our land. 
It is painfully clear to the entire world that the Tibetan people are being manipulated through oppression into having their identity and integrity forcibly stripped from them. Though it is wrong for anyone to inflict such oppression on another it is also wrong to compromise one’s identity only as a response to such oppression. Subsequently, we advise in order to keep the integrity of the Tibetan way of life that any political moves involving the Tibetan people should be carried out in such a way that is true to their own responsibilities to the world and to other indigenous identities. Thus, coming into order with the Two Row Wampum while here on Turtle Island, is imperative to preserving (for the benefit of the entire world) the beauty of the Tibetan identity.
