NOTIFICATION: ESTABLISHEMENT OF FEMALE CHIEFS
Over the past twenty years, since the time of our previous Clan Mother, we in the Mohawk Traditional council have been functioning under a “10 point plan of reunification” where we, the generation that has become divided, would have taken the responsibility of fixing what we have allowed to happen to us, instead of passing on such poison to our future generations who would have no way of knowing of or how to fix such damage.

In June of 1991 we had presented our 10 point plan entitled Reformation of the League, to the other houses here within Kahnawake and also throughout Confederacy territories.  June 9, 1991 a group of Kahnawakero:non had requested of the three supposed Longhouses to come together (on the field next to radio station) to which we were the only ones to attend.  March 1993, we approached the Mohawk Trail and the 207 warrior society Longhouses.  Summer, 1997, we approached the Longhouses again to no avail.  Early 2005, the women from our house decided to approach the other houses one final time,  the women were received by the Mohawk Trail but were met with an outright refusal to participate in any reunification process.  The 207 warrior society Longhouse refused to even accommodate us to even receive the message.

Throughout our attempts to unify with the people who actually divided our nation, we had developed an internal policy of not putting up Chiefs or even building a proper Longhouse due to the fact that it could be seen as, not being conducive to unity if we were doing things on a national level, it may be interpreted as putting the cart before the horse and appear as though we are not really working for unity.

In order to accommodate everyone’s sensitive nature on such issues, there were things that we should have done but didn’t.  However, now that the truth is known, that supposed Longhouse people do not want to achieve the unity of our complete bloodline, we have determined that the people truly do not want unity at all.  As such, we have also determined that we no longer have to take into consideration the feelings or views on National issues such as Chiefs or the building of a new house.

Subsequently, as a result of the only remaining rogue elements in Kahnawake finally categorizing themselves just today, leaving everyone in Kahnawake clearly identified as to where their political allegiances lie, we now make known, only through this medium, as it is not necessary to give official notification to anyone (as all have proven to not have the welfare of the people in mind) that we have finally concluded our attempts at reunification, clearly establishing that now there will be no unity, there will only be conformity.  Therefore be it known, that we will be raising Female Chiefs at the approaching Midwinter Ceremony.
