Your “LETTER OF APPRECIATION IN THE SPIRIT OF THE TWO ROW WAMPUM PEACE TREATY” concerning Kevin Annett, dated Monday March 21, 2011

As you have chosen to send us a courtesy copy of your personal action towards Mr. Annett, we are compelled to correct the misrepresentations of the “Two Row Wampum”, which you have perpetrated.

1.
You begin by identifying yourself “As a Kanien’keha:ka woman of the 5 Nations Confederacy”.

According to the Great Law of Peace, when one turns their back on the Longhouse they no longer have claim to its laws, rites, ceremonies, or treaties. Since you are guilty of instigating a dispute, leaving the longhouse before it is resolved, then working against the Law, you no longer have access to such rights.

2.
In paragraph two, you state “anyone who works to reestablish the balance between the peoples - is welcome under the protection of the Great Law of Peace”.
The protection of the Law can only be offered from those who are within it.  Given your status, neither you, nor the women you work with, can offer this protection to anyone, thereby misleading Mr. Annett.

3.
You grant “the right to spread the original message of the Two Row Wampum Peace Treaty”.

Such authority belongs only to those who work within the law and most definitely would not be granted to someone who does not have knowledge of the Law nor the Two Row Wampum, for such a person may misrepresent it.  E.g.: even people claiming to be Mohawk misrepresent the Two Row Wampum due to their compliance to the elective band council system. Therefore, Mr. Annett not even being native has even less ability to understand and/or represent such a legal document, such misrepresentation has already been exemplified in his reference to your endorsement letter on his website. 

There are other misrepresentations in your explanation of the creation of the Two Row Wampum, which we will not get into in this document for the purpose of protecting it from anyone who does not have the right to it, and who would misrepresent it for their own gain. 

Knowing that you claim to have such rights, due to your insistence that, you were named by the Chief of the Mohawk Nation (ref. your letter of departure).  Take note that when you were named, upon the insistence of your father, after a living Wolf Clan female Chief  (your grandmother) that such an action was illegal, not only because it was the name of living person but also because it was a Wolf Clan name and at the time you were of the Bear Clan. Thereby making your claim invalid and misrepresentative.       

Should you wish to do things in the future on any level feel free to do so as an individual (as you first claimed but then went on to identify your document as a collective effort by stating “WE”) but do not venture into the realm of rights that belong solely to those within the law.  Also, please do not forward any of your endeavors to us, for it is you who have chosen to turn your back on the longhouse and as such, we would have to respond on a legal level to any further misrepresentation you may perpetrate.  

Also, the misrepresentation and deceit is completely evident when one learns that the document you gave to Mr. Annett is different from the document you sent to us. We have no choice but to wonder if a different document was sent to the Warrior Society house.

As a side note it is not only disrespectful but also illegal to dispatch a runner who is not of our ancestry nor who does not know the laws of conduct that a runner must adhere to.  Therefore, for all these reasons, you are to cease any further representations of the Great Law of Peace and advise Mr. Annett that he can speak of the Two Row Wampum but he cannot represent it, especially under any false Mohawk authority.

Do govern yourself accordingly.
